3) CEU’s will be given to participants on the basis of their study and attendance at all scheduled 
Summit workshops and events. Participants will turn in agreed documentation. Participants may 
acquire 3 or 5 CEU’s depending on the work which they are engaged, in addition to attending the 
Summit. This includes, but is not limited to, using the suggested resources to increase awareness and 
sensitivity toward preventing/ending oppression. 

Participants who want to earn 3 CEU’s will engage by:

Studying resources that serve to bring to them insight on 3 different culturally specific groups, before and 
during the Summit. Upon completing your report back which is at least your evaluation form, these 
participants will be awarded 3 CEU’s at the closing of the Summit. 

Participants who want to earn 5 CEU’s will engage by: 

Studying 5 resources that serve to bring to them insight on at least 3 different culturally specific groups, 
before, during, and up to one month after the Summit. Upon sending in their report back (in the form of a 
written document, or an audio file or video file) to J Zirbel, at j.zirbel@yahoo.com, by Nov 17, these 
participants will be awarded 5 CEU’s.
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
